11/1/2023
At approximately 9:19 AM resources from the Tuolumne County Fire Department, CAL FIRE Tuolumne-Calaveras Unit, Twain Harte Fire Department, Tuolumne Rancheria Fire Department, Mi-Wuk Sugar Pine Fire Protection District, and Tuolumne Fire Protection District responded to a reported residential structure fire in the community of Ponderosa Hills.  When resources arrived on scene the discovered a single-family home approximately 25% involved and threatening another structure. On the evening of November 2nd, resources from the Tuolumne County Fire Department, CAL FIRE Tuolumne-Calaveras Unit, Tuolumne County Ambulance, and CHP Sonora were dispatched on a rescue response to a reported vehicle accident with entrapment in the area of J59 near Seven Legends.
